with 11 B2, and 11 C1 with 11 C2. Lions from 11 A2 are opposed to the plan. The proposal is hot
popular in 11 B2 because they feel it will have a negative impact on the state. 11 Al also opposes the
plan; however, they fel that districts that want to merge (like C1 and C2) should be allowed to do so.

Redistricting proposahave beensubmitted bythe Fruitport Lions Club and the Bretton Woods Lions
Club b merge the existing districts 11 C1 and 11 8ath districts aren board and in favor of the
merger. They have initiatealdialogueabout having multiple Vice District Governors to help cover club



visitations. The proposal will appear on the ballot at the convention in Sault Ste. Marie in May. Voting
at the distrid level is not required because neither of the affected districts has 1,250 mepdetst
does not impact the boundaries of the other districts.

year, and considerably less than the $56,000 already spent by the Saskatoon Host Committee for 2008.
After all bilswere paid, $4,170.24 in cash remainThese funds will be returned to the &dreasurer,
leaving an outstanding loan balance of $10,829.76.

FINANCIAL REPORPaul Hemeryck, State Treasurer

PDG Hemeryck reviewed the financial reports for the first quarter of the ey 1 through September
30, 2007. Revenues and expenses are normal for this time of year, which is not typicallyaztiigi
time. All of the duedunded accounts are in a good financial position.

Two districts have not yet paid their firbtlf state dues. Treasurer Hemeryck will meet with the
District Governors to discuss payment with them.

The Lion Pride Magazishows a slight loss through the end of October. Nine issues are produced
annually, but wages are paid monthly; therefore three months of wages are reflected against revenue
from just one issue published to date

The Grace Lange Memorial Fund shows a sticash position Last yeathe stock was soldt a profit,
and the proceeds were rimvested. Each year, $2,000m the Grace Lange Fuiglearmarked for the
scholarship that is presented by the White Cane Committee.



Because membership impacts dueseeue,State Treasurer Hemeryck included witte thinancial

report a breakdown of membership totals for the past 10 years. Every district has experienced losses.
Overall membership in MD 11 was 15,951 in 198hasdecreased to 13,16t the end of Sefember

2007.

UPDATE ON FORM 990 FILING REQUIREMEUIHemeryck, State Treasurer

Fraud in the nonprofit world has caused the IRS to implenssvegepingchanges in the filing
requirements for Form 990. Thihanges wilto improve transparency within #gnnonprofit sector and
ensure that donors and the IRS have current information.

In the past, many Lions Clubs were not required to file Form 990 cEZ9fecause their gross receipts
were $25,000 or lessBeginning in 2008, thee clubs ee required tofile Form 996N (also called the €
postcard). Form 996N can only be filed electronically; there via# nopaper version of the form.

Clubs that fail to file Form 998 for three consecutive years will have their-exempt status revoked.
IRShas aleady started mailing letters to small t&xempt organization§including Lions Cluhs)
notifying them of the new requirementdf the IRS1as an incorrecaddress on filea club may not
receive the letter. However,at receiving notification does notxeuse them from filing.

In accordance with LCI regulations, Lioness Clubs and Leo Clubs are consideresigbribjeict

sponsoring Lions Club. Their receipts and expeaiseto be included in the totals reported on Form
990by the Lions ClubQuestiors were raised on how the Lioness Convention funds were handled. Lion
Jim Pettinato offered to check on the procedure and will report back to the Council.

Districts are also required to file a Form 990. Most are already doing so because their gross egeeip
over $25,000 deposits from convention fees and state/district dues often put them o@&s should
check with their Cabinet Treasurers to make sure that all required forms are being filed.

Every Lions Clund districtoperates on a fiscal yearahends June 30 Beginning in 2008, every club

will have to file a Form 990, 9%, or 99N byNovember 15annually All Lions Clubs are nonprofit

under Section 501(c)(4) of the IRS Code. Some Lions Clubs have a separate foundation for their servic
activities, which is covered under Section 501(c)(3) as a charitable organization; thesereltdrguired

to file two 990forms.

$4,500/year. The Publication Advisory Committee is looking for ways to defray this added expense.
Because of the drastic changes in mailing size andheeggimmittee is discussing several different
options that may help minimize these price increases. They have discussed changing the size of the
magazine, changing the orientation of the magazine when it is mailed, different paper stock (lighter
weight), ad reducing the number of issues printed.

In addition the Governors and Vice Governors were invited to
attend this meeting. We had 34 in attendance and each participant was provided with a standardized
presentation to use at club meetings within theiragetipe districts to give the club level Lions an

updated look at our new and improved service program for the blind and visually impaired. Last year the

Lions of Michigan donated nearly $90,000 toward our project and donatidlaée@re ahead of last
yed.

Welcome Homes Residential Services had a display table at the USA/Canada Leadership Forum
September 8, 2007 in Grand Rapids.
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The Annual Western Michigan Projects night will be held on Wednesday November 11, 2007 at the
Crowne Plaza Hotel in GrarRiapids. Welcome Homes Residential Services will have a display table set
up and will be giving a program update to those in attendance.

A Strawberry Festival committee has been formed and a festival is being planned for June 2008. Rose
Day, a District BZand C1 fund raising project for Welcome Homes, is being wrapped up.

The sale of the Monroe Street property is still pending. We have experienced several challenges with the
sale of this property over the past year and a half and we hope to finallpcltdse property by the end
of this month. The sale will depend upon the approval of the Michigan Department Environmental

Quality.

We are currently working with a national chain, which owns and operates 32 assisted living/long term
care homes in the s&aof Michigan. In addition homes are being looked at in Battle Creek, Livonia and
Alpena. For the first time in over 50 years, we will have homes now in your back yard and will be able to
identify and assist those with vision impairments that normallyladvbad been overlooked and gone
untreated.

Our program is working not just for 32 residents in a single home in one city but hundreds in several
homes around the state. Thanks to the Lions of Michigan for their generous support.
